There is then the option for a very short, flat stroll led by Chris Howard, Vice President of SHS around the Common
to view some of the interesting sites of the area.

The inclusive cost will be £5.00 for members and £7.00 for non-members, which includes the Arts & Crafts talk,
tour of church and walk in the afternoon. There will also be an opportunity to book lunch at the pub and those
booking for the whole day will be sent a lunch menu.
